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Introduction
3GPP TS 23.282 introduces procedures for “communication release” in subclause 7.7. This document is intended to discuss and clarify the points related to the communication release. For this purposes several question are formulated in the next section.

Understanding the meaning of communication release

The term “communication release” is not defined in the TS. However the study of subclause 7.7 (including all its subclauses) reveals that the outcome of this feature may be:

1.If prior indication is not applied:

a. the removal of a file, associated with the current HTTP file distribution, from the MCData Server;

b. the release of media plane resources, and any temporarily stored data;

2. if prior indication is applied:

a. the extension of period of the “communication”, based on additional information and policy;

b. if extension is not possible, as in 1a or 1b above.


Question 1: Is the above understanding correct? 

Media plane resources and “communication release”

Within the context of the “communication release”, the “release of the media plane resources” may mean:

A. releasing the resources without ending the session (the SIP session of the standalone data transfer or the SIP session of the SDS session); or

B. ending the SIP session (by using the SIP BYE message), which automatically releases the resources.

Question 2: Is the intension as in A or as in B?

Files in the MCData server and “communication release”

Question 3: In 7.7.2.2.3 (Release MCData communication using HTTP) why to remove the file? It may be a file uploaded by an MCData client to be used for multiple data delivery transactions. (The same question for 7.7.2.3.3)
