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1. Introduction
The purpose of this document (and the accompanying spreadsheet) is to identify the main areas of work that require stage 3 definition for the MCImp-eMCPTT work item.  Specifically, the intention is to :
· Identify the main stage 2 defined functionalities that require stage 3 work
· Indicate the stage 2 reference(s) for each functionality, which will be primarily 3GPP TS 23.379 and 3GPP TS 23.280
· Indicate which stage 3 documents will be impacted for each functionality, primarily 3GPP TS 24.379, 3GPP TS 24.380, 3GPP TS 24.481 and 3GPP TS 24.484

· Capture questions and assumptions concerning the functionality to be implemented

· Provide a mechanism for tracking the contributors volunteering to specify each functionality of the work and the status of that work

2. Primary MCImp-eMCPTT funtionalities requiring stage 3 specification

The primary functionalities requiring stage 3 specification for MCImp-eMCPTT are :

· first-to-answer call (with floor control)
· first-to-answer call (without floor control)

· floor control of an audio cut-in enabled group
· MCPTT emergency alert (geographically triggered)
· remotely initiated MCPTT calls
· update of pre-selected MCPTT user profile
· selection of active MCPTT user profile
· temporary group call user regroup
· ambient listening call
· geographically triggered affiliation/de-affiliation
· Location of current talker
· MCPTT private call back request

· Group selection
3. Mechanism for tracking

A mechanism for capturing the information delineated in #1 above for the functionalities listed in #2 above is provided in the accompanying spreadsheet. The spreadsheet eMCPTT-work-tasksV1.xls is a work-in-progress that can be used to capture the needed information as listed above and can be used for discussion purposes as CT1 gets to a more granular level on the work to be done, e.g., determines exactly which existing subclauses in TS 24.379 should be updated and new subclauses created for one of the required functionalities. Note that this is an initial mechanism, adaptations or alternative mechanisms may be used as needed as the process progresses.
