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In Rel-12, CR4507 (Rel-12) introduced the country specific emergency service URN. The corresponding registration request was sent to IANA. They declined the request and provided the following feedback: 
> I believe this request is not consistent with the words and the intent 

> of the registry.  “country-specific’ is not an emergency service.

> Since the management policy of the emergency service is “expert 

> review”, the barrier to adding new, possibly experimental services is 

> low, and the consequences of having services that are not eventually 

> deployed persisting in the registry is minimal.  The URN was not 

> intended to have a generic X- service or equivalent, which is what 

> this registration attempts to do.  New services, even experimental 

> services, should register the service with IANA following the normal 

> procedure.

> 

> Therefore, I recommend that we deny this request and suggest that the 

> specific services be registered with IANA as they are deployed.  This 

> decision has been reviewed with the ecrit working group.

1. Countries are sovereign, and only they can determine how the emergency services are defined and what are their names and responsibilities. Sometimes under police there could be quite many subdomains like national, state, military, local, traffic, etc. Such URNs cannot be defined on international level since within different countries different subdomains are present. Also emergency services with similar responsibilities are having different names in different countries. So using urn:service.country-specific is needed making possible and simple using different names and emergency services defined by every country.
2. SOS URNs are temporary and changed by the national regulation. Enable or disable new emergency service URN should be fast. So fast reaction time for registering of country specific URNs is needed. One step solution can be done using SOS.country specific subspace.
3. SOS.country-specific subspace is only valid in national deployment scenario and not transferred to other country – it is a private national subspace. So using country-specific URN will help the national authorities and not affect or impact different countries emergency services.
