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1. Overall Description:

TSG CT6 has started the review of stage 3 impacts of PS data off function, defined in TS 22.011 clause 10, with the goal of completing the normative work by CT #75 (March 2017). During the discussion, the interaction between this feature and the Bearer Independent Protocol (BIP) functionality was taken into consideration.
BIP functionality is defined in TS 31.111 and allows the UICC card to establish a direct TCP/IP connection with a server on the network. BIP is used by several operators for a variety of purposes, including the remote management of the USIM and of other applications residing in the UICC.
For this reason, CT6 thinks that BIP functionality might be considered important for some MNOs to justify the possibility to be included in the list of PS Data Off Exempt Services, in addition to those already defined in TS 22.011, in order to allow USIM management when PS Data Off is enabled.
CT6 invites SA1 to review the request above and indicate if BIP was intentionally left out of the list of PS Data Off Exempt Services or if it should be included there.
