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1. Overall Description:
As per TS 24.229, clause 5.1.6.4 quoted below, a UE is mandated to perform emergency re-registration while a standalone transaction exists: 

The UE shall perform user-initiated emergency reregistration as specified in subclause 5.1.1.4 if half of the time for the emergency registration has expired and: 

-
the UE has emergency related ongoing dialog; or 

-
standalone transactions exist; or

-
the user initiates an emergency call.
RAN5 chose SIP MESSAGE as a standalone transaction in order to test the above requirement. Some concerns were raised about the feasibility of this approach during RAN5#73 meeting.
For instance, TS 24.229 does not state in above clause 5.1.6.4 if the standalone transaction would have to exist in the PDN that was set up for the emergency registration, and TS 23.167 does not mention such scenario.
Therefore, it is not clear if UE can use SIP MESSAGE as a standalone transaction on emergency PDN.

2. Actions:

RAN5 respectfully asks CT1 to clarify:
1. Is IP SMS over emergency PDN (MO or MT) is a valid standalone transaction use case covering above mentioned requirement?
2. If yes, does the standalone transaction have to exist in the same PDN as the emergency registration?
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
