Overall description
CT1 thanks SA2 for the incoming LS in C1-170299/S2-166833. CT1 has discussed the attached proposed CR proposing to lower the frequency of authentication, TMSI reallocation and Identity check and would like to point out that to offer special treatment to DRVCC call setup the MSC server needs to know that the call setup is due to DRVCC. It is only for DRVCC call setup that the security related functions have already been performed as part of the Wi-Fi call setup. Note that for GSM networks GSMA SG.15 recommends authentication for all calls. For UTRAN the recommendation is between 10 and 100% of the calls.
CT1 has previously discussed the attached CRs implementing a DRVCC indicator and found them to be technically correct.
