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1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS on further clarification of standalone transaction use cases. In the LS, RAN5 asked the following question regarding bullet “standalone transaction exist” specified in subclause 5.1.6.4 of TS 24.229:

1. Which SIP transaction other than SIP MESSAGE can be used for testing this requirement?

CT1 has discussed this question and concluded the following:

There are no services or procedures defined in 3GPP specifications that can be used to initiate standalone transaction outside of an already existing dialog over an emergency PDN connection.  The bullet about “standalone transaction exist” in subclause 5.1.6.4 of TS 24.229 is meant to cover future use cases that may arise. 

Consequently, CT1 would like to suggest that RAN5 does not test bullet “standalone transactions exist” in sub clause 5.1.6.4 until a service or a procedure is specified that would trigger standalone transactions outside of an already existing dialog over an emergency PDN connection.


2. Actions:
To 3GPP RAN5: CT1 kindly asks RAN5 to update relevant test specification(s) accordingly.
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
