Public warning system


Figure 12.1.1-1 shows the architecture to support Warning Message Delivery for PWS over broadcast based on the architecture from 3GPP TS 23.501 [5]. The Warning Message Delivery Function (WMDF) is an instantiation of an Application Function.
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Figure 12.1.1-1: System Architecture for Warning Message Delivery over broadcast
NOTE 1:
The Warning Message Delivery Function (WMDF) is connected to the CBE as specified in TS 23.041 [xx].
Nxx/Nwmdf is the reference point between the AMF and the WMDF and will be specified by CT4.

Warning messages will be broadcast over the 5G-RAN and E-UTRAN if no EPC is present. Warning Message Delivery over E-UTRAN is done via the EPC if an EPC is present.

The WMDF will be specified in 3GPP TS 23.041 [xx]. The primitives that are supported are based on the primitives as specified for Warning Message Delivery over E-UTRAN.
