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	Reason for change:
	The first step in the ePDG selection procedure is the determination of the country of the UE location. When the UE is in the international waters or airspace, there isn’t any country associated with the UE location. The current text could be interpreted to require the UE to stop the ePDG selection in this case. Having in mind the wide availability of WLAN and internet connectivity on board of commercial airplanes and ships, it is necessary to define the UE behavior in this scenario in order to allow the UE to obtain WLAN connectivity via ePDG.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	When the UE is in the international waters or airspace, the UE considers itself as located in the country having jursidiction over the ship or the airplane. If the UE cannot deterrmine the country having jursidiction, the UE selects ePDG in HPLMN.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	There will be no untrusted WLAN access to EPC on board of vessels or airplanes in the international waters or airspace. This growing market will be out of reach of operators’ services.
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7.2.1.2
Determination of the country the UE is located in

If the UE cannot determine whether it is located in the home country or in a visited country, as required by the ePDG selection procedure specified in 3GPP TS 23.402 [6], the UE shall stop the ePDG selection. If the UE is in a location that does not belong to any country (e.g. UE is aboard a ship or an airplane in international waters or airspace), the UE shall consider itself as located in:
-
the country having jurisdiction (e.g. country that has jusrisdiction over the ship or the airplane) if the UE can determine the country having jurisdiction; or
-
the home country, if the UE cannot determine the country having jurisdiction. 
NOTE:
It is out of scope of the present specification to define how the UE determines whether it is located in the home country or in a visited country and how the UE determines the country having jurisdiction. When the UE is in coverage of a 3GPP RAT, it can, for example, use the information derived from the available PLMN(s). In this case, the UE can match the MCC broadcasted on the BCCH of the 3GPP access against the UE's IMSI to determine if they belong to the same country, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.122 [4]. If the UE is not in coverage of a 3GPP RAT, the UE can use other techniques, including user-provided location.
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
