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1	Overall description
CT1 thanks GSMA RILTE for their LS on routing SUBSCRIBE by P-CSCF (GSMA RILTE#60 doc112/C1-172923) and their further explanation as to why the currently defined routing of the user registration state related SUBSCRIBE request originated by the P-CSCF based on DNS resolution of Public User Identities and FQDNs does not work with IPX.
GSMA RILTE asked CT1 to clarify how the P-CSCF SUBSCRIBE procedure is routed and to evaluate possible enhancements to avoid the constraints of usage of the user default IMPU based on information.
CT1 has had a long-standing assumption that IMS Public User Identities are resolvable by DNS and are globally routable as this is a very basic principle upon which SIP and other IP based protocols utilised by 3GPP are based. There is concern that violating these basic routing assumptions could cause other unforeseen problems with IMS routing. This issue could possibly have been avoided if there had been closer communication between GSMA and 3GPP at the time IPX was defined when alternative solutions could have been considered or CT1 could have taken IPX routing into account in a much earlier release. 

CT1 has however discussed the problem raised by GSMA RILTE and agreed a CR (#5872 C1-173619) to provide a solution to GSMA’s request.

CT1 would like to ask to GSMA RILTE to take the above change to 24.229 into account and looks forward to closer cooperation with GSMA in the future.
