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2. Reason for Change
The PTI IE was made mandatory part of 5GSM message.
Thus, the SM procedures need to indicate how to setup the PTI IE.
The CR proposes to assign PTI IE as follows:
-	in the UE-requested PDU session establishment procedure, PTI is allocated by the UE upon sending the PDU SESSION ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST and released upon reception of PDU SESSION ESTABLISHMENT REJECT or PDU SESSION ESTABLISHMENT REJECT.

-	in the network-requested PDU session release  procedure, PTI is set to "No procedure transaction identity assigned".
In all procedures, PTI is:
-	copied from XYZ REQUEST message to related XYZ ACCEPT/REJECT message;
-	from XYZ REQUEST message to related XYZ COMMAND message.
-	from XYZ COMMAND message to related XYZ ACCEPT message.
