In CT1#104 meeting, a new IE "Non-3GPP NW provided policies" is introduced to indicate to the MS whether emergency numbers provided via non-3GPP access can be used to initiate UE detected emergency calls over 3GPP access. However the current wording of the IE code point needs to be clarified that it is meant for emergency calls over 3GPP access (i.e. not for emergency calls over non-3GPP access).

The Non-3GPP NW provided policies is indicated by the network and sent with the ATTACH ACCEPT message or ROUTING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message to the mobile station.

The Non-3GPP NW provided policies information element is coded as shown in figure 10.5.5.37-1/3GPP TS 24.008 and table 10.5.5.37-1/3GPP TS 24.008.
