	When the Message Identifiers were specified for CMAS, the mandatory to receive Message Identifiers were assigned the range of 4370 through 4382.  The non-mandatory (optional) to receive Message Identifiers were assigned the range 4383 through 4395.  Message Identifiers 4396 through 4399 were reserved for future alert messages without mandatory or optional attribute.

Based on the regulatory requirements for enhanced Wireless Emergency Alert (eWEA) in north America, additional Message Identifiers for the Public Safety message and for the State/Local WEA Test Message were added. The reserved Message Identifiers 4396 through 4399 were assigned.  Message Identifiers 4396 and 4398 are mandatory to receive; whereas Message Identifiers 4397 and 4399 are optional to receive.  Clause 9.4.2.2.4, Data Coding Scheme, must be updated to reflect this regulatory requirements in North America.

Data Coding Scheme

This parameter identifies the the alphabet/coding and the language applied to a CBS Message as defined in 3GPP TS 23.038 [3]. 

When the USIM indicates one or more language preferences, the UE shall, by default, use the language(s) stored in the USIM (in the EFPL file) to set any language filter mechanisms provided by the UE.

Optionally, when allowed by language code processing specified below, the user can select the language(s) required by using an MMI, to determine whether a particular CBS message should be displayed.

Where the message relates to a public warning system, the Message Identifier range 4370 through 4382, and values 4396 and 4398, relate to warning messages delivered in languages which are mandatory to receive. The ME shall not use any language filter mechanisms or use the language(s) selected through the MMI to determine whether a particular CBS message should be displayed for this Message Identifier range. This does not affect the ability to set a particular message identifier by MMI.

Where the message relates to a public warning system, the Message Identifier range 4383 through 4395, and values 4397 and 4399, relate to warning messages delivered in languages which it is optional to receive. For this range the ME can use language filter mechanisms and the MS/UE may use the language(s) selected through the MMI to determine whether a particular CBS message should be displayed. Even if the Message Identifier is not settable by MMI, the message shall still be discarded if the language is filtered or is not set to be displayed.
