The MCPTT client shall include the "mc_granted" fmtp attribute in the SDP offer of an initial SIP INVITE request or a SIP REFER request when it is acceptable for the MCPTT client to receive a granted indication in the SIP 200 (OK) response to an initial INVITE request.

The use of “mc_granted” fmtp attribute in the SDP offer in SIP requests does not replace or change the basic operation of Floor Granted message as described in clause 6.
