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1. Introduction
The latest version of the TR 24.890 include a note in the sub-clause 8.5.2.2.3.1 which states, quote:
NOTE:	If the AMF performs a local de-registration, it will inform the UE with a 5GMM messages (e.g. SERVICE REJECT or REGISTRATION REJECT) with 5GMM cause #x "implicit de-registration" only when the UE initiates a 5GMM procedure.

2. Reason for Change
Note that the cause value "implicit de-registration" is used by the AMF to inform about local de-registration of the UE. This cause value is similar to the cause #10 "implicitly detached" existing in EMM (ESP) and GMM (GPRS). Therefore, it is proposed to use existing cause value #10 for indication of "implicit de-registration".
It is important to note that the section 8.10 on Cause values for 5GS mobility management already identifies #10 as the 5GMM cause value to be used for "implicit de-registration".
Finally, it is proposed to provide a more meaningful name to the cause value.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890.

The network initiates the de-registration procedure by sending a DEREGISTRATION REQUEST message to the UE (see example in figure 8.5.2.2.3.1.1).
NOTE:	If the AMF performs a local de-registration, it will inform the UE with a 5GMM messages (e.g. SERVICE REJECT or REGISTRATION REJECT) with 5GMM cause #10x "implicitly de-registeredration" only when the UE initiates a 5GMM procedure.
The network may include a 5GMM cause IE to specify the reason for the DEREGISTRATION REQUEST message. The network shall start timer Tya. The network shall indicate whether re-registration is needed or not in the De-registration type IE. The network shall also indicate via the access type whether the de-registration procedure is for 3GPP access, or for both 3GPP access and non-3GPP access when the UE is registered in the same PLMN for both accesses. The network shall deactivate the PDU session context(s) over the indicated access(es), if any, for the UE locally and enter state 5GMM-DEREGISTERED-INITIATED.

8.10.1	Causes related to UE identification
Cause #3 – Illegal UE
	This 5GMM cause is sent to the UE when the network refuses service to the UE either because an identity of the UE is not acceptable to the network or because the UE does not pass the authentication check..
Cause #6 – Illegal ME 
	This 5GMM cause is sent to the UE if the ME used is not acceptable to the network, e.g. blacklisted.
Cause #10 – Implicitly de-registeredration
	This 5GMM cause is sent to the UE either if the network has implicitly de-registeredtached the UE, e.g. after the implicit de-registrationtach timer has expired, or if the 5GMM context data related to the subscription does not exist in the AMF e.g. because of a AMF restart, or because of a registration request for mobility or registration update is routed to a new AMF.
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
