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1. Introduction
This paper corrects the release of N1 NAS signalling connection after Generic UE configuration updates procedure.
2. Reason for Change
Generic UE configuration updates procedure updates UE configuration by providing new parameter information. To initiate parameter re-negotiation between the UE and network, the AMF shall indicate "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message. There are three paprameters may or will trigger registration procedure:

-
 Allowed NSSAI may trigger the UE to perform Registration Update procedure; 
-
MICO and Configured NSSAI: triggers the UE to perform the mobility and periodic registration update procedure.

For MICO and configured NSSAI, there is misalignment between the AMF and UE on whether to release the NAS signalling after complete of Generic UE configuration updates procedure.
-
As specified in 5.4.4.4, if registration requested was indicated in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall initiate the release of the N1 NAS signalling connection.
-
in 5.3.1.2 case e, only ’ CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message indicating registration requested with new allowed NSSAI information included’ will trigger the UE to start the timer T3550 to allow the network to release the N1 NAS signalling connection.
3. Conclusions

It is proposed to only mandate the AMF to release N1 NAS signalling connection if registration requested and new allowed NSSAI information are indicated in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501.

Generic UE configuration update completion by the network

Upon receipt of the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMPLETE message, the AMF shall stop the timer T3555.

If a new 5G-GUTI was included in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall consider the new 5G-GUTI as valid and the old 5G-GUTI as invalid.
If a new TAI list was included in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall consider the new TAI list as valid and the old TAI list as invalid.
If a new service area list was included in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall consider the new service area list as valid and the old service area list as invalid.
If new allowed NSSAI information was included in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall consider the new Allowed NSSAI information as valid and the old allowed NSSAI information as invalid.

If a new LADN information was included in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall consider the new LADN information as valid and the old LADN information as invalid. 
In addition, if "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE and a new allowed NSSAI were included in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall initiate the release of the N1 NAS signalling connection.
