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1. Introduction
At CT1#108, it was agreed that the interworking without N26 supported indication was added in the 5GS network feature support IE in the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message. 
However, the coding of interworking without N26 supported indication is missing in the 5GS network feature support IE.
2. Reason for Change
It is proposed to the coding of interworking without N26 supported indication is introduced in the the 5GS network feature support IE of TS 24.501.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v0.3.1.

9.8.3.4
5GS network feature support

The purpose of the 5GS network feature support information element is to indicate whether certain features are supported by the network.
The 5GS network feature support information element is coded as shown in figure 9.8.3.4.1 and table 9.8.3.4.1.

The 5GS network feature support is a type 4 information element with a minimum length of 3 octets and a maximum length of 4 octets.
