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1. Introduction
The specification indicates in the sub-clause 5.4.1.2.3.4 on the abnormal cases on the network side the case of expiry of timer T3560.
2. Reason for Change
The sub-clause 5.4.1.2.3.4 describes the case of expiry of timer T3560 as an abnormal case but it fails to define the necessary AMF handling when timer T3560 expires, i.e., what to do.
4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 V0.3.1.

The following abnormal cases can be identified:
a)	Expiry of timer T3560
	The AMF shall, on the first expiry of the timer T3560, retransmit the AUTHENTICATION REQUEST message and shall reset and start timer T3560. This retransmission is repeated four times, i.e. on the fifth expiry of timer T3560, the AMF shall abort the EAP based primary authentication and key agreement procedure and any ongoing 5GMM specific procedure, and release the N1 NAS signalling connection.
