Overall description
CT1 identified the following in TS 23.501 subclause 5.4.1.3.
“A UE initiating emergency service shall not indicate MICO preference during Registration procedure. When the MICO mode is already activated in the UE, the UE shall request deactivation of MICO mode via Registration procedure while the UE is in CM-CONNECTED state after PDU Establishment procedure for Emergency Services is completed.”
For this particular case, CT1 has agreed that MICO mode is deactivated without explicit signalling between the UE and the network (see attached PCR). That is if the MICO mode was activated, the UE and the AMF shall locally deactivate MICO mode during the establishment of a PDU session for emergency services. In this way the network resources can be spared.
