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1. Introduction
1) Currently TS 24.502 subclause 5.2.2 on Discovering availability of WLAN access networks has an Editor's note on explicit signalling of ANDSP info to the UE:

Editor’s note:
How ANDSP info is provided to the UE via explicit signalling is FFS.

According to TS 23.503, the 5GC must be able to provide ANDSP policy information to the UE dynamically via PCF:

The 5GC shall be able to provide policy information from the PCF to the UE. Such policy information includes:

1)
Access Network Discovery & Selection Policy (ANDSP): It is used by the UE for selecting non-3GPP accesses. The structure and the content of this policy are specified in clause 6.6.1.

…

The ANDSP and URSP may be pre-configured in the UE of may be provisioned to UE from PCF. The pre-configured policy shall be applied by the UE only when it has not received the same type of policy from PCF. 

The ANDSP and URSP shall be provided from the PCF to the AMF via N15 interface and then from AMF to the UE via the N1 interface. The AMF shall not change the URSP provided by PCF. 
The UE handling of dynamic policy should be covered in subclase 6 under UE and 5GCN network protocols. So the Editor's note in subclause 5.2.2 can be removed.

2) WLANSP policy defined for 4G non-3GPP access in 3GPP TS 23.402 is reused for 5G and ANDS policy shall contain one or more WLANSP rules:

The Access Network Discovery & Selection policy is an optional policy that may be provided to UE by the network.

The Access Network Discovery & Selection policy shall contain one or more WLAN Selection Policy (WLANSP) rules defined in section 4.8.2.1.6 of 3GPP TS 23.402 [9] 

When the UE is in the home the UE uses the valid WLANSP rules from the home PLMN to select an available WLAN. When the UE is roaming and the UE has valid rules from both HPLMN and VPLMN the UE gives priority to the valid WLANSP rules from the VPLMN.

5.2.2
Discovering availability of WLAN access networks

The UE may obtain WLAN Selection Policy (WLANSP) rules information by pre-configuration or by downloading the policy information via explicit signalling from the home PCF or visiting PCF as specified in 3GPP TS 23.503 [x]. The policy contains the UE access network discovery and selection related policy information to help the UE in discovering and selecting a WLAN access network (see 3GPP TS 23.568 [14]). 

The UE may receive multiple valid WLANSP rules. When the UE is in the home PLMN, the UE uses the valid WLANSP rules from the home PLMN to select an available WLAN. When the UE is roaming and the UE has valid rules from both HPLMN and VPLMN, the UE gives priority to the valid WLANSP rules from the VPLMN. A WLANSP rule is valid if it meets the validity conditions included in the WLANSP rule (if provided).
The UE may apply the techniques specific to the WLAN access technologies to discover available WLAN access networks. Such techniques will not be further described here.

In addition, the UE may obtain information on operator preferred WLAN access networks via ANDSP.
