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1. Introduction
TS 24.501 contains an editor’s note in the sub-clauses 5.6.2.2.2 and 5.6.2.2.3. Quote:
5.6.2.2.2	Abnormal cases on the network side
Editor's note:	Abnormal cases on the network side are FFS.
5.6.2.2.3	Abnormal cases in the UE
The following abnormal cases can be identified:
a)	Paging message received with access type set to non-3GPP access while the UE is in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode over non-3GPP access.
	The UE shall not respond to paging message.
Editor's note:	Abnormal cases on the UE side are FFS.
2. Reason for Change
The editor’s note in the sub-clause 5.6.2.2.3 can be removed as it clear that any further abnormal cases would be added when identified. Hence, business as usual and no need to have any reminder in the sub-clause.
However, for the case of abnormal cases on the network side, there is need to analyze whether there is any potential abnormal case or not. Huawei have produced a p-CR in C1-182310 which covers this case, and therefore now the editor’s note can also be removed from the sub-clause 5.6.2.2.2.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 V1.0.0.
