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1. Reason for Change
In the current TS 24.501, GPRS timer, GPRS timer 2 and GPRS timer 3 types are defined, and are referring TS 24.008. While GPRS timer 2 and 3 are defined as “5GMM Information Elements” under subclause 9.8.3, GPRS timer is defined as “5GSM Information Elements” under subclause 9.8.4.

However, the type of GPRS timers is not dependent on specific protocol, but common for both MM and SM. For example, Back-off timer values (for 5GSM) are defined as GPRS timer 3 in PDU session establishment reject message, PDU session modification reject message, and PDU session release command message. Also current specification is hard to find specific timer type.

Referring TS 24.008, it would be better to define all the GPRS timer types as “common information elements” under subclause 9.8.2. This way is better with readability of the specification and avoiding unambiguity of such information elements.

Note that the numbering of subclauses after 9.8.3.21 and after 9.8.4.4 should be updated. It would be better to re-number the subclauses after examining potential conflicts and newly adeed/removed subclauses.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v1.0.0.
