Sending enhanced status message
Upon receiving request from MCData user to share enhanced status information for selected group, if the <mcdata-allow-enhanced-status> element under the <list-service> element, in the group document, is set to "true" for the MCData group, the MCData client should follow the procedure described in subclause 9.3.2.2 for generating group standalong SDS message. The MCData client should use <id> attribute of the MCData user selected operational value from <mcdata-enhanced-status-operational-values> element for generating group standalone SDS message.

Receiving enhanced status message
Upon receiving an SDS OFF-NETWORK MESSAGE message, the MCData client should follow the procedure defined in subclause 9.3.2.4, should match received value with <id> attriute of operational value from <mcdata-enhanced-status-operational-values> element and if match found, should render the operational value as enhanced status to the MCData user.
