Problem statement

In the local emergency numbers list as specified in 24.301, each emergency number is associated with an emergency category indicating zero, one or more types of emergency services: police, fire, ambulance, mountain, marine. 
The UE can derive textual description of the emergency service provided by a PSAP reachable by dialing an emegency number, based on the emergency category associated with the emergency number. 
The UE can indicate those descriptions to the user using an MMI, as expected by stage 1 requirement in TS 22.101:
"The user friendly MMI that specifies the type of emergency call directly (e.g. menu) should be supported for use in any (i.e. home or visited) PLMN to avoid the mis-connection in roaming case."

In the extended local emergency numbers list, each emergency number is associated with an emergency URN.
If an emergency number is associated with a well-known emergency URN, registered by IANA before production of the UE, the UE can derive textual description of the emergency service provided by a PSAP reachable by dialing an emegency number, based on the emergency URN associated with the emergency number and the IANA description of the emergency URN.

However:

-
if the emergency number is NOT associated with a well-known emergency URN and is e.g. a country specific emergency URN; or

-
if the emergency number is associated with a well-known emergency URN which was registered by IANA after production of the UE;

then the UE has no way how to derive textual description of the emergency service provided by PSAP reachable by dialing an emegency number.

Some extra information is needed in the extended local emergency service list to fulfil the stage-1 requirement above. 
The simplest solution would be to enable network to provide the UE with a textual description of the emergency service provided by PSAP reachable by dialing the emegency number, in the extended local emergency numbers list IE.

Proposal
It is proposed to discuss this issue and if deemed appropriate, include a textual description of the emergency service provided by PSAP reachable by dialing the emegency number in the extended emergency service list IE.
