Sending enhanced status message
Upon receiving a request from the MCData user to send an enhanced status to an MCData group and the <mcdata-allow-enhanced-status> element under the <list-service> element as defined in 3GPP TS 24.481 [11] is set to "true", the MCData client:
1)
shall use the "id" attribute of the MCData user selected operation value from <mcdata-enhanced-status-operational-values> element under <list-service> element as defined in 3GPP TS 24.481 [11], to generate a group standalone SDS message by following the procedure described in subclause 9.3.2.2.
14.3.2
Receiving enhanced status message
Upon receiving a "SIP MESSAGE request for standalone SDS for terminating MCData client", the MCData client:

1)
shall follow the procedure defined in subclause 9.3.2.4;

2)
shall match the received value with an "id" attribute of the operational values from the <mcdata-enhanced-status-operational-values> element of the MCData group document as defined in 3GPP TS 24.481 [11]; and

3)
if a match is found, shall render the operational value as enhanced status to the MCData user. Otherwise shall discard the received message.
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
