Overall description
CT1 thanks CT6 for their LS (C6-180039) on changing default exempt status for BIP with respect to 3GPP PS Data Off feature. 
CT1 has discussed CT6’s request to consider changing the default value of the PS Data Off exempt status for BIP in TS 24.368 clause from 0 (non-exempt) to 1 (exempt). Some companies in CT1 expressed concerns that making BIP exempt from PS data off by default could cause the user to be billed if the HPLMN compliant only to a release earlier than Rel-14 used BIP to e.g. manage the contents of the user’s UICC while the user is roaming. Therefore, before making the change requested by CT6, CT1 would like to ask SA1 the following question:

Question to SA1: Is it possible that the user is billed for data usage of IP packets carrying BIP when the HPLMN uses BIP toward the UICC of the user and the user is roaming when the HPLMN is compliant only to a release earlier than Rel-14?
