Overall description
Presently, in Rel-15, after CT#80 and RAN#80, CT1 understands that the maximum number of RRC establishment causes value stands at 8. CT1 has discussed this and considers that having just 8 values, where 6 or 7 values will already been used is, protocol-wise, not very future proof. This is especially so given that this is the first release of a new system.

Upon further discussions, CT1 considers that having 16 RRC establishment cause values is a better way to go, especially at onset of a new system. Thus CT1 would like to inform RAN2 that CT1 prefers to factor in 16 RRC establishment cause values even if we only define 6 or 7 of such values right now.

Note:
The 6 or 7 RRC establishment cause values presently used are MT access, Emergency call, MO signalling, MO voice call, MO data, High priority access and [tbd] Delay tolerant.
