Generating a SIP re-INVITE request to cancel an in-progress emergency

This subclause is referenced from other procedures.

This subclause describes the procedures for generating a SIP re-INVITE request to cancel the in-progress emergency state of an MCPTT group. The procedure is initiated by the IWF performing the controlling role when it determines the cancellation of the in-progress emergency state of an MCPTT group is required.

The controlling MCPTT function:

1)
shall generate a SIP re-INVITE request as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4] with the clarifications specified in 3GPP TS 24.379 [81] subclause 6.3.3.1.9, with the IWF performing the controlling role;
2)
shall include a Resource-Priority header field populated with the values for a normal MCPTT group call as specified in subclause 106.3.3.1.19; and

3)
shall include an application/vnd.3gpp.mcptt-info+xml MIME body with the <emergency-ind> element set to a value of "false".
