Overall description
TS 23.282 subclause 7.10 and TS 23.280 subclause 10.10 only provide for notification of emergency alert status by an MCData client to users of an emergency group (or in proximity, for off-network) and for potential implicit affiliation to the emergency group.
According to TS 23.280 subclause 10.10.1.2.1, “An MC service client in the MC service emergency state gains elevated access privilege for all of the MC service user's mission critical applications.”, while text for message 5 under Fig 10.10.1.2.1-1 and for message 1 under Fig 10.10.2.2.1-1 indicates that all communications will be sent as emergency until the emergency state on the MC service client is cancelled.
CT1 would like to ask:

Q1. Should the bearers of an MCData client while in emergency alert state be made non-preempt-able and potentially have their priority adjusted?

Q2. Should files (FD) and/or messages (SDS) that are sent by a client in emergency alert state be marked in some way to enable preferential (emergency) treatment by the system when delivered? 
Q3. If the answer to Q2 is YES, which transmission mode(s) would they apply to, e.g.: FD via media plane, FD via HTTP, SDS via media plane, SDS via signalling control plane, off-network ,etc. ? 
Q4. If answer to Q2 is NO, does MC service client for MCData service need to set MC service emergency state while sending emergency alert?
In addition, any other clarifications and/or details for the usage of the emergency state by the MCData service are welcome.
