General 

In the home country, the UE with a UICC selects the PLMN for emergency services based on the configured Operator Identifier Emergency FQDN. 

In visted network, the UE determines PLMNs for emergency services over non-3GPP based on a DNS query using Visted Country Emergency FQDN.  The UE shall select a PLMN for emergency services based on their priorities in the Non-3GPP Access Node Selection Information. If the UE does not select a PLMN based on the priorities, it shall select any PLMN in the PLMN list of DNS response. After PLMN selection, the UE determines whether to proceed with N3IWF selection or with ePDG selection in that PLMN as specified in TS 23.501 [8] clause 6.3.6.x.
