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1. Introduction
The text for describing MA PDU session modification procedure, e.g. for updating ATSSS rules, from network or UE are introduced.
2. Reason for Change

Issue 1
How ATSSS rules are used by UE is not complete.
The following is specified in TS 23.501:

After the establishment of a MA PDU Session, and when there are user-plane resources on both access networks, the UE applies network-provided policy (i.e. ATSSS rules) and considers local conditions (such as network interface availability, signal loss conditions, user preferences, etc.) for deciding how to distribute the uplink traffic across the two access networks. Similarly, the UPF anchor of the MA PDU Session applies network-provided policy (i.e. N4 rules) and feedback information received from the UE via the user-plane (such as access network Unavailability or Availability) for deciding how to distribute the downlink traffic across the two access networks. When there are user-plane resources on only one access network, the UE applies the ATSSS rules and considers local conditions for triggerring the establishment or activation of the user plane resources over another access.

Based on the above, ATSSS rules are used differently depending on whether user-plane resources over two access netoworks are activated or not. Thus the related description should be added into TS 24.193.
Issue 2
ATSSS rules associated with GBR QoS Flow are not mentione
For GBR QoS Flow, the following is specified in TS 23.501:
For a GBR QoS Flow, traffic splitting is not supported because the QoS profile is provided to a single access network at a given time.
……

NOTE 1:
The ATSSS rule for GBR QoS Flow only allows the UE to steer traffic over a single access so that network knows in which access the UE sends GBR traffic. If the network wants to move GBR QoS Flow to the other access, the network needs to update ATSSS rule of the UE.

Therefore, the ATSSS rules for GBR QoS Flows should be determined by SMF correctly to make sure that all the traffic of a GBR QoS Flow is transmitted over one single access.

Issue 3
MA PDU session modification is currently missing
The description about MA PDU session modification is currently missing in TS 24.193. Based on TS 23.501 and TS 23.502, the ATSSS parameters, e.g. ATSSS rules, can be updated by network using PDU session modification procedure.
Revision 1 :

1. remove the change for detailed description in subclause 4.5 and just add the modification procedure in this subclause;

2. change the description for ATSSS rule associated to GBR traffic is moved to 5.2.x;
3. add an Editor’s Note about UE requests to update ATSSS rules.
4. change the name of subclause 5.2.x.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.193 V0.2.0.

4.5
Distribution of traffic across 3GPP access and non-3GPP access networks
The UE can receive ATSSS rules during the MA PDU session establishment procedure or network-requested PDU session modification procedure, and the UE can distribute the UL traffic across the 3GPP access network and the non-3GPP access network according to the ATSSS rules and other local conditions.
NOTE:
On the network side, the SMF configures relevant N4 rules according to the ATSSS control information provided by the PCF for the UPF to distribute DL traffic across two access networks.

5.2.x
Updating ATSSS parameters
An SMF can update ATSSS parameters, e.g. the ATSSS rules, according to the procedure for the network-requested PDU session modification as specified in subclause 6.3.2 of 3GPP TS 24.501 [6] over 3GPP access network or non-3GPP access network. The SMF may change the access network over which the traffic of the GBR QoS flow is transmitted by updating the UE's ATSSS rules.

Whether the UE can request to update ATSSS rules is FFS.
