4.2.6
Transactions between the mobile station and the network

Mobile stations which are in group receive mode shall not perform any transactions with the network while adjusted to the voice group call channel. They shall leave the group receive mode and act in a standard way to perform any transaction if necessary and return to the voice group call afterwards.
Mobile stations which have access to the voice group call channel uplink shall not perform any transactions for supplementary services.

4.2.8
Processing of point to point short messages
4.2.8.1   Receiving point to point short messages from the network.
During an ongoing group call it shall be possible for the talker as well as the listener to receive point to point short messages from the network. 
After the initiator sends the short message to the related short message service centre (SC), the short message shall be sent by the SC to the SMS-GMSC. Then the short message shall be sent to the concerned MSC of the destination service subscriber. This service subscriber should be able to be located by the paging messages on the FACCH or by its paging subchannel transmitted by its concerned MSC. In addition, in order for the service subscriber in this voice call could to detect what this paging message is for, a service type identity shall be added into NOTIFICATION/FACCH, and then:
· When a talking service subscriber is the SMS receiver, its paging response shall be transmitted to the network via the voice group call channel uplink FACCH, and point to point short message shall be able to be received on the voice group call channel SACCH using the standard procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 23.040. If there is dedicated connection for the talker, its paging response shall be sent via the dedicated channel uplink FACCH, and short message shall be delivered on the dedicated channel downlink SACCH.
· When a listening service subscriber is the SMS receiver, the subscriber is able to know if there is a short message to be received. According to his will, heFurther, if the subscriber can intends to read the message by giveing his mobile station a indication to read the message, then his the mobile station shall leave group receive mode and respond the network via RACH, and then point to point short message shall be delivered on a SDCCH established for this service subscriber by the network using the standard procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 23.040. After this standard procedure, on receipt of notifications broadcasting on the NCH in that cell the listener’s mobile station shall return to the group receive mode and continue to listen on the downlink of the group call channel for further instructions from the network.
4.2.8.2   Sending point to point short messages to the network
During an ongoing group call it shall be also possible for the talker as well as the listener to send point to point short messages to the network.
· When a talking service subscriber wants to send a short message, the short message shall be sent using the standard procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 23.040 on the voice group call channel uplink SACCH or the SACCH associated with dedicated channel uplink if there is dedicated connection for the talker. 
· When a listening service subscriber wants to send a shot message, after the indication for sending a short message transmitted by the mobile station of the service subscriber has been received by the network, a SDCCH shall be established by the network to deliver the short message using the standard procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 23.040. After this standard procedure, on receipt of notifications broadcasting on the NCH in that cell the listener’s mobile station shall return to the group receive mode and continue to listen on the downlink of the group call channel for further instructions from the network. 
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
