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SA2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on Emergency Call requirements.  SA2 has discussed the questions and responses can be found below.
1. Overall Description:

CT1 have been studying the required stage 3 procedures within the IM CN subsystem for supporting emergency calls.

1. What duration is expected for an emergency registration, and which functional entities should be capable of controlling that duration (UE, S-CSCF, E-CSCF or PSAP)? We assume that a registration should continue to exist in order to allow a potential callback from the the emergency authority. There are a number of considerations associated with this more general question:

a. we assume that if an emergency registration expires, then the UE will always perform a reregistration.

b. an emergency registration is with the S-CSCF which may be in a different country to that in which the emergency is handled. Therefore the S-CSCF has no knowledge of local factors that may affect the time after the registration in which a callback might be made.

c. if there is a requirement for the S-CSCF to initiate deregistration, then UE subscription to the reg-event package is required in order for the UE to complete it's side of the procedures.

d. There is currently no envisaged mechanism for the PSAP or E-CSCF to influence the registration.

SA2 Response:
It is expected that when the UE performs an emergency registration, it will also immediately attempt an emergency call, thus allowing for a default value for the expiration time could be then be standardized for the network and the UE. The value should be large enough to take into account callback. When this time expires, the emergency context information in the UE, P-CSCF, S-CSCF are deleted without any need for network initiated de-registration or UE de-registration. 

As such, the Emergency registration does not require a subscription to the reg-event package.  Subscribing to the reg-event package would slow down access to the emergency service.

The UE should not de-register from an emergency registration, it could however shut down, but that will not trigger a UE deregistration message. 
2. Are there any use cases as part of the registration procedures for subscription to the reg event package? Note that if network-initiated registration is required as part of the above procedures, then the UE needs to subscribe to the reg event package in order to correlate the state of the UE registration with that of the network.

SA2 Response:

The Emergency registration does not require a subscription to the reg-event package.
3. Where the UE has no UICC, CT1 has the following questions:

a. As there is no UICC, and therefore no ISIM or USIM, how is the emergency public user identity created. Is this information preconfigured in all mobile equipment in case the UICC is removed, or do the emergency public user identity requirements in 3GPP TS 23.167 not apply in this case?

b. Do the emergency registration requirements apply? If so, we assume these are always performed in the local network. As part of these procedures, are there any authorisation requirements.

SA2 Response:

In the case that there is not a UICC, then an emergency registration does not apply.  In accordance with requirement 7 of clause 4.1 (the relevant part is repeated below for convenience) the UE is to include an equipment identifier. In the case of a GPRS access, the equipment identifier is the IMEI.  The emergency public user identity for a UICCLESS case could be created from the equipment identifier.

Expert from requirement 7 in clause 4.1

If the UE does not have sufficient credentials to authenticate with the IMS it shall be possible to perform session establishment without an existing security association between UE and P-CSCF, and the UE shall include an equipment identifier (the specific details of the equipment identifier to use may depend upon the IPCAN) in the request to establish an emergency session.
