Introduction

The section 4 of 3GPP TS 24.305 contains an editor’s note on the management object identifier for SDoUE MO. The management object identifier is determined by OMA, but 3GPP should make a proposal following the latest OMA specified format.
OMA maintains a registry of values used for MO descriptions. These MO registrations can be made by the OMA working groups or external parties (e.g., 3GPP). In all cases, the registry provides for allocation of the needed MO URN value and serves as a repository for the MO descriptions. 
The MO registry is divided into three segments: two named collections which are managed by OMNA (one for OMA WG defined objects and one for external) and one undefined set for testing or private use. These labels are described in the following table: 

	Range
	Description

	 oma-label  
	Assignments of values to MOs defined by OMA Work Groups

	 ext-label
	Assignments of values to MOs defined by external entities

	 x-label
	Values that are used for testing or private use - will not be recorded



The rest of the rules in order to propose an MO identifier are described in the OMA web site.

After the choice of an MO identifier, external entities, need to request registration in order to be reviewed by the OMA DM working group to make sure that it conforms to the latest defined format.

Proposal

This contribution proposes to include a management object identifier for the SDoUE MO that follows the latest OMA specified format. This would be used like temporal MO identifier till OMA DM informs CT1 that it has been accepted and registered by OMA DM. Therefore, it is also proposed to liaise OMA DM with the SDoUE MO identifier agreed by CT1.
