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Introduction

3GPP TS 24.305 already contains the description of the SDoUE Management Object (MO) including all necessary nodes and leaf objects. 

The EmergencyCalls leaf of the SDoUE MO indicates operator’s preference to enable or disable emergency calls procedures. However, there is a need of providing the rules and corresponding behaviour of the UE when emergency calls procedures have been disabled.
Proposal

It is proposed to update the sub-clause 5.4 to describe the UE behaviour the EmergencyCalls leaf value indicates disable.

The EmergencyCalls leaf indicates an operator’s preference to enable or disable emergency call procedures.

The emergency call procedures are specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [3].

Editor’s note: The need of selective disabling of emergency call procedures over IMS is FFS waiting for the completion of the specification work on the IMS Emergency service.

0 – Indicates emergency calls enable.

1 – Indicates emergency calls disable.

If the EmergencyCalls leaf value is set to "1", the UE shall automatically initiate the release of all active emergency calls, if any. Furthermore, the UE shall not use call control procedures for emergency calls from now on until the EmergencyCalls leaf value is set to "0" or the UE detects a change of country (as indicated by Mobile Country Code (MCC), see 3GPP TS 23.003 [y]).
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
