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1. Introduction
SA2 has reviewed the analysis performed by SA3 (S3-060563) and has the following comments:

1. Fast re-authentication (P-3 & P-2)

It is noted that inter-MME/UPE handovers in LTE are deemed as infrequent events. However, SA2 believes that mobility between SGSN and MME will be more frequent and latency targets should be met for these handovers. SA3 should be aware that transfer of at least UE control plane context during these handovers is supported.
In particular the latency and service continuity aspects, e.g. the impact of re-authentication  in case it would be needed,  affecting the mobility between 2G/3G systems and SAE/LTE should be considered in selecting the authentication scheme. 
It is also noted that, from an architectural point of view, the interactions with HSS/AuC needs to be minimized as much as possible.
2. Access Network Independency (H-5)

From an architectural point of view, SA2 confirms SA3’s interpretation of the requirement that the authentication framework should be independent from the specific access-network technology.  However, it would also be desirable if the authentication framework can be made extensible without introducing additional security,latency concerns or complexity. 
3. Verification of authentication in Home or Visited Network (H-2)

SA2 notes that latency and interactions between the home and the visited networks should be minimized in LTE authentication.
4. Pseudonym Management (P-1)
SA2 has no specific comments on the pseudonym management; it could be either controlled by the serving network or by home network.

Also, SA2 received an input regarding the potential use of pre-authentication (see attached contribution S2-063735) for reducing handover latency between different access systems that SA3 should consider in their evaluation.
