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Introduction

This contribution discusses the handling of dialling emergency number after emergency registration.
According to the Reply LS from SA1 at CT1#44: C1-062259Reply LS on emergency call enhancements, they answered that emergency centre and PSAP requirement definition is out of 3GPP responsibility and subject to national regulation.
So they cannot answer this question. 
2. Discussion 

When a user dials an emergency number, the UE shall initiate an emergency registration. But in the specification, it is not clear what the UE shall do when it detects the user redialling an emergency number after an emergency registration. There are two situations:

1) If the user redials a same emergency number, there are two methods to handle this problem:
a) The UE will initiate a reregistration with expiration of the default value. 

This way will prolong the duration to allow a potential call back from the PSAP.

b) The UE will initiate an emergency call directly in stead of a reregistration.

This way will save time to establish an emergency session.
2) If the user redials another emergency number (or another type of emergency services), the UE will initiate a reregistration with expiration of the default value.
As different types of emergency services may need different duration to allow a call back from the PSAP, we proposed to initiate an emergency reregistration. 
3. Proposal
We offer two CRs to handle this problem.

We hope CT1 can make a decision.
