1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on "Maximum SDU size" (R2-071107 / C1-070735).
CT1 discussed the issue and noted that the upper limit of 1520 octets has been defined in the SM protocol in TS 24.008 since R99 and in the LLC specification TS 04.64/44.064 since R97. Therefore, all existing legacy equipment should support this maximum value in the signalling.

The value actually negotiated for a PDP context can be influenced e.g. by the operator policy, the transport technology used by the network, the MS implementation, and possibly other factors. So the value of 1500 octets (1502 in case of PDP type is PPP) may be an upper limit in practice, but considering the large number of legacy MS and SGSN implementations, CT1 decided not to modify their protocol specifications at this point in time.
In CT1's understanding this decision is in line with RAN2's choice for the upper limit of the “Max RLC SDU size” for the UE Test loop function.
