Session Initiation towards the IMS domain





When the CSI AS initiates a session towards the CUA for a non-voice media the CSI AS shall;

1)
operate as a routing application server performing 3rd party call control, as specified in subclause 5.7.5 of 3GPP TS 24.229 [5] for this request and all future requests and in the same dialog;
2)
set the Request-URI and the To header field to the SIP-URI for the CUA in the outgoing  SIP INVITE request;
3)
populate the SDP with the non-voice media parameters which was included in the SIP INVITE request or a SIP UPDATE request from the originating UE in the outgoing SIP INVITE request;
4)
 include in the Accept-Contact header field the feature tag(s) with the value(s) "+g.3gpp.cs-voice" or "+g.3gpp.cs-video" or both, marked as explicit; and
5)
send the SIP INVITE request towards the S-CSCF for further routeing.

When the CSI AS receives a SIP response from the CUA, the CSI-AS shall act in accordance with subclause 9.3.3.5.

When the CSI AS initiates a session towards the originating UE the CSI AS shall:
1)
operate as an initiating B2BUA application server performing 3rd party call control as specified in subclause 5.7.5 of 3GPP TS 24.229 [5] for this request and all future requests in the same dialog;
2)
set the Request-URI and the To header field the SIP URI as received in the P-Asserted-Identity header field from the originating UE in the outgoing SIP INVITE request;
3)
populate the SDP with the media components which was included in the SDP of a SIP re-INVITE request or a UPDATE request and not possible to use on the existing session to the originating UE in the outgoing SIP INVITE request; and
4)
send the SIP INVITE request towards the S-CSCF for further routeing.
When the CSI AS receives from the originating UE the CSI AS shall handle the response by following the rules of the 3GPP TS 24.229 [5].
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
