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The following text is proposed to be added into the chapter “6.2 Mobility management procedures” of TR 24.801.

6.2.x Detach procedure

6.2.x.1 General

The Detach procedure allows:

· the UE to inform the network that it does not want to access the EPS any longer, and

· the network to inform the UE that it does not have access to EPS any longer.
The Detach procedure shall be invoked by the UE if the UE is switched off, the SIM/USIM card is removed from the UE or if the network capability of the UE is disabled. The procedure may be also invoked by the network.

After completion of detach procedure, the MM context is released and EPS bearers are deactivated locally without peer to peer signalling between the SM entities in the UE and network.
6.2.x.2 UE initiated detach procedure

6.2.x.2.1 UE initiated detach procedure initiation

The detach procedure is initiated by the UE by sending a DETACH REQUEST message. The Switch Off information element in this message indicates whether detach is due to a switch off situation or not.

The UE shall include the S-TMSI in the DETACH REQUEST message. 
Editor's note: It is FFS whether S-TMSI signature should be included in this message.
If the UE is to be switched off, the UE shall try for a period of 5 seconds to send the DETACH REQUEST message. If the UE is able to send the DETACH REQUEST message during this time the UE may be switched off.
6.2.x.2.2 UE initiated detach procedure initiation completion by the UE
If the detach procedure is initiated due to switching off, UE shall deactivate the SAE bearer(s) and the logical link(s), if any, when the DETACH ACCEPT message is received by the UE. Otherwise, UE shall deactivate the SAE bearer(s) and the logical link(s) after sending DETACH REQUEST immediately and the detach procedure is complete.
6.2.x.2.3 UE initiated detach procedure initiation completion by the network
When the DETACH REQUEST message is received by the network, the network shall send a DETACH ACCEPT message to the UE, if Switch Off indicates that the DETACH REQUEST has not been sent due to switching off. Otherwise, the procedure is completed when the network receives the DETACH REQUEST message. The network shall deactivate the SAE bearers and deactivate the logical link(s), if any.
6.2.x.3 Network initiated detach procedure

6.2.x.3.1 Network initiated detach procedure initiation

The network initiates the detach procedure by sending a DETACH REQUEST message to the UE. The DETACH REQUEST message shall include a detach type IE. In addition, the network may include a cause IE to specify the reason for the detach request.

6.2.x.3.2 Network initiated detach procedure completion by the UE

When receiving the DETACH REQUEST message and the detach type IE indicates “re-attach required”, the UE shall deactivate the SAE bearers and the logic link(s), if any. The UE shall then send a DETACH ACCEPT message to the network and shall change state to MM-DEREGISTERED. The UE shall initiate a attach procedure after the completion of the detach procedure. The UE should also activate SAE bearer(s) to replace any previously active SAE bearer(s). 
When receiving the DETACH REQUEST message and the detach type IE indicates "re-attach not required" and the cause code is not "IMSI unknown in HSS", the UE shall deactivate the SAE bearers and the logical link(s), if any. The UE shall then send a DETACH ACCEPT message to the network and shall change state to MM-DEREGISTERED.
6.2.x.3.3 Network initiated detach procedure completion by the network

Upon receipt of the DETACH ACCEPT message, the network shall change state to MM-DEREGISTERED.
