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Discussion

Service Identification is now close to completion, and URNs have been decided as the format for ICSI and IARI values. The related internet draft draft-drage-sipping-service-identification-01 is now in the final phase as last call has passed.

One issue that needs attention from 3GPP is the URN administration. Other groups as e.g. OMA and the Liberty Alliance have their internal processes for URN administration and handling of URNs according to RFCs (OMA – RFC 4358, Liberty – RFC 3622). The decision to use URNs for Service Identification in 3GPP leads to a need for similar procedures and documentation within 3GPP. A 1st draft for URN administration in 3GPP is provided as draft-monrad-sipping-3gpp-urn-namespace-00. The draft can be found attached to this proposal. It is proposed that this draft is progressed within IETF as a request from 3GPP to have its own URN namespace administration. This URN  administration is internal to 3GPP and shall be according to a defined 3GPP-internal procedure as outlined below.
The 3GPP-internal procedure is proposed to be an e-mail request to the CT1-secretary for provision of the URN-value on a 3GPP web-page. The CT1-secretary is then responsible for updating the web-page with requested URN(s) and related information. As the main reason for the web-page is to secure unique values, additional information may not always be needed. As additional information can be useful and a uniform procedure will simplify the procedure, it is proposed that each URN-value is registered on the web-page with the following mandatory information:

1) Specified URN-value.
2) A brief overview of the intention with the URN.
3) A pointer to the related specification(s) if any, and contact information to the person making the request.
The CT1-secretary will secure that the web-page is updated with the provided information. If the CT1-secretary has concerns with a request, guidance will be sought at the relevant e-mail exploder lists before the URN is registered.    

During e-mail discussions on this topic, MCC provided the following reply which is in-line with this proposal:

MCC is willing to create and, with information supplied by you and other WGs, to maintain a web page to manage the 3GPP namespace, along the lines of the ASN.1 object identifier list you can find at http://webapp.etsi.org/ASN1ObjectTree/ASN1.asp. (In fact, the ASN.1 tree is far from complete because the only way of maintaining it is to trawl existing specs for new OIs since rapporteurs tend to allocate their own OIs based on the rules, and seldom if ever inform us of new ones!)
