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1. Introduction

In the current 24.801, the description of IP address allocation only covers the case where the IP address is allocated at attach procedure, and the case where the IP address for the UE is not allocated at attach procedure (e.g. non-integrated UE) is FFS.

In non-integrated terminals, the IP stack resides typically in the TE, whereas the RRC resides in the MT. Therefore, the MT must assume that the TE will obtain an IP address using mechanisms beyond the attach procedure, the MT is aware that it does not need to obtain a PDN address upon attach. 

Of course the network may decide that whether a PDN Address shall be allocated or not by the PDN GW based on subscription data or policies. This may be true in some cases (e.g. the network is aware of the specific type of terminal being used by the user and therefore the Subscription Data could contain an indication). However it cannot be considered a safe assumption, the user may in fact move its SIM card to different terminals.

IP address allocation
Editor's note: the text below covers the case where the IP address is allocated at attach procedure. The case where the IP address for the UE is not allocated at attach procedure e.g. using DHCP, is FFS.

At attach procedure, the UE indicates that whether or not the IP address is allocated at attach procedure，if  UE requests the IP address, then UE indicates to the network in the Attach Request message, which IP version the UE supports (i.e. IPv4 only, IPv6 only or both IPv4 and IPv6), and indicates its preference for the IP version if it supports both IPv4 and IPv6,
On receipt of the attach request sent by the UE, the network when allocating an IP address shall take into account the UE's IP version capability, UE's IP version preference, UE's subscription data and the policies of the home and visited network.
Editor's note: whether permanent (static) IP address allocation by the network will be supported in EPS is FFS.

Editor's note: whether the network can allocate two IP addresses, one IPv4 and one IPv6 at attach procedure is FFS.
Editor's note: In case of IPv6, it is FFS if a prefix or an address is allocated for the UE.
