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Introduction
A companion CR addresses the subdivision of long subclauses within the P-CSCF procedures, specification those relating to requests and responses outside the REGISTER method.

Identification of contents for void clauses

A number of new "Void" clauses are created to ensure that the structure is consistent within the broken down subclauses, and also to ensure alignment between subclause 5.2.6.3 and subclause 5.2.6.4.

Reviewers should give consideration as to whether there are real contents to these clauses which have been missed in the current version of the specification. The contributor's current understanding is that there is not, but other opinions are welcomed.

Handling of interactions between subclause 5.2.6 and subclause 5.2.7

Subclause 5.2.7 contains procedures for INVITE requests. There are INVITE request specific procedures in subclause 5.2.6, specifically:

· for initial requests:

if the request is an INVITE request, save the Contact, CSeq and Record-Route header field values received in the request such that the P-CSCF is able to release the session if needed;

· for refresh requests:

for INVITE dialogs (i.e. dialogs initiated by an INVITE request), replace the saved Contact and Cseq header filed values received in the request such that the P-CSCF is able to release the session if needed;

for INVITE dialogs, replace the saved Cseq header value received in the request such that the P-CSCF is able to release the session if needed;
3)
for INVITE dialogs, replace the saved Contact and Cseq header field values received in the request such that the P-CSCF is able to release the session if needed;

for subsequent requests:

for INVITE dialogs, replace the saved Cseq header value received in the request such that the P-CSCF is able to release the session if needed;

There are two issues here:

· Are all the cases covered in the text above, as the allocation of text is inconsistent between different parts of the document?

· Should this text be moved to subclause 5.2.7, or alternatively some of the other subclause 5.2.7 text moved to subclause 5.2.6?

No action has been taken on this in the proposed CR.

Handling of interactions between subclause 5.2.6 and subclause 5.2.10

Subclause 5.2.10 essentially modifies the procedures of subclause 5.2.6 where a request and its responses are identified as relating to an emergency communication.

Due consideration therefore needs to be given to whether advantage is gained in readability and comprehensibility by reintegration of the text of subclause 5.2.10 in the equivalent text in subclause 5.2.6.
