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Introduction:
The interface between AS and MRFC is a loosely coupled peer to peer service oriented interface which should not simulate device control logic but focus on high level media resource control function.
Proposal:
It is proposed that the changes provided below are agreed and transferred to 3GPP TR 24.880.

Controlling of Media Server vs controlling of Media Resource Function


Different from Mp interface, the Mr interface between AS and MRFC is a loosely coupled one based on SIP. MRFC acts as a media service provider by accepting requests from AS, performing media control function and reporting result by returning responses or sending notifications. 
Logically, the AS and MRFC are decoupled entities with peer to peer service relationship which can evolve independently, the connection relationship between AS and MRFC could be 1:1, 1:N, N:1 and N:N, therefore, the interaction between AS and MRFC should focus on high level media resource control instead of simulation of device control.
