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	This CR is inteded to replace CR2142 on R-UIM which was postponed at CT#39. The main intention of this CR is to describe 3GPP2 specific IMS Identities and Derivation. 
This CR tries to follow the direction of SA2 on documentation of the handling of access specific identities. CR2142 had the misconception that R-UIM and ISIM are analogous, which is not the case. The R-UIM is more analogous to the 3GPP UICC (as it describes the physical storage). It could also be noted that the focus on R-UIM is also misleading as it is allowed in 3GPP2 to store the IMS credentials in a UICC, R-UIM, or secure memory. Hence, the current CR did not address the full 3GPP2 scenario. From a specification perspective, it is not relevant where the information is stored. What is relevant, is what information that needs to be stored and how it is derived.

Parameters provisioned to a UE without ISIM or USIM

In case the UE contains neither a ISIM application nor a USIM, the UE shall use preconfigured parameters to initiate the registration to the IM CN subsystem and for authentication.

The following IMS parameters are assumed to be available to the UE:

-
a private user identity;

-
a public user identity; and

-
a home network domain name to address the SIP REGISTER request to.

In addition, the UE accessing the IM CN subsystem via the cdma2000 packet data subsystem may be preconfigured with one or more contact addresses of the home P-CSCF (specified as IP address or FQDN).

ISIM is the primary source for IMS identity information. The parameters that shall be provisioned are:

-
the private user identity;

-
one or more public user identities; 

-
the home network domain name used to address the SIP REGISTER request; and

-
one or more P-CSCF addresses (specified as IP address or FQDN).

If the public user identity is not configured, the UE shall generate a temporary private user identity, a temporary public user identity, and a home network domain name to send the SIP REGISTER request. The derivation shall be done according to 3GPP TS 23.003 [3].
