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Introduction

Common IMS specifications relating to both TISPAN release 1 and TISPAN release 2 have been transferred to 3GPP, with 3GPP assuming responsibility for maintenance of these specifications. The maintenance is performed by various new specifications, which the TISPAN release 1 and release 2 specifications reference, in the 3GPP TS 23.4xx, 23.5xx, 24.4xx, 24.5xx, 29.4xx,.24.5xx series.

Essential corrections

Corrections judged to be essential should always be made to the appropriate release. 3GPP TS 21.900 gives the definition of an essential correction.

Means we also need to check essential corrections already made to various specifications and assertain whether they need making to these specifications. Most of the TISPAN maintenance documents are to a dated version of the underlying 3GPP specifications and thus these changes are not automatically incorporated.

Open release 2 features

While TISPAN release 2 has been nominally completed, 3 major features were still conducting major work at the time of the handover, and that work is in some cases still ongoing. These items can and do have some interrelation with IMS and therefore common IMS. These are:

· IPTV.

· Enterprise interoperability

· PSTN/ISDN emulation.

Note that TISPAN WG5 is also working on home networks, which introduce an architecture into the home environment which may include additional SIP proxies as well as the UA. Is this release 2?
Action: Changes resulting from these features should be added to the TISPAN release 2 maintenance specifications (release 8 freeze), as well as to the normal release 8 specifications. Key changes already agreed in 3GPP TS 24.229 related to the wildcarded public user identity.
Simulation service specification cleanup

A number of new specifications have been transferred into 3GPP. In particular this includes the simulation services. A number of cleanups are required to these specifications as follows:
1. Removal of procedures out of scope of the specification. The simulation services should not specify requirements on the P-CSCF, I-CSCF, S-CSCF, IBCF and BGCF. These clauses should be made void.

2. Removal of procedures relating to the MGCF and PSTN/ISDN interworking. The MGCF is meant to be independent on any particular service. The specification of the required interworking capabilities should be moved to 3GPP TS 29.163, and the subclause in the simulation service made void. As the MGCF is part of the core IMS, and is not part of the provision of this service, there should not be a normative reference from the simulation service specification to 3GPP TS 29.163. It should be noted that while the appropriate procedures are already in 3GPP TS 29.163 for some of the simulation services, this is not true for all the simulation services. The following table summarises this.

The above simulation services need corresponding changes to 3GPP TS 29.163, and therefore any agreed changes should be dependent on approval of these changes, and should not be implemented until these changes have occurred. The the remainder of the simulation services, the changes can proceed. (24.615 – CW and 24.647 – AOC require no interworking with the PSTN).
3. Removal of procedures relating to interworking with other SIP networks. Such interworking is meant to be independent on any particular service. The specification of the required interworking capabilities should be moved to 3GPP TS 29.162, and the subclause in the simulation service made void. As the IBCF is part of the core IMS, and is not part of the provision of this service, there should not be a normative reference from the simulation service specification to 3GPP TS 29.162. It should be noted that currently 3GPP TS 29.162 contains none of these procedures, and all the contents of the related clauses in the simulation services are essentially empty. Therefore it seems reasonable that these changes can proceed immediately.
4. Removal of procedures relating to interworking with DSS1. These procedures are in support of interworking with the PSTN/ISDN emulation. The PSTN/ISDN emulation work remains with TISPAN. This is therefore the interworking between a TISPAN specification and a 3GPP specification. It is proposed that this interworking should be covered in TISPAN specifications. It should be noted that the majority of these clauses are currently empty (where they appear at all).

5. Update of references to 3GPP specifications from ETSI TISPAN specifications. Now these are 3GPP specifications, references should be made to 3GPP specifications where these exist and are equivalent. 
6. Update of internet draft references to published RFC documents. These changes should be made as appropriate to the maintenance specifications as well as to the ongoing specifications, in accordance with normal practice to these sort of changes to previous releases by 3GPP.

7. Editorial changes in accordance with the 3GPP drafting rules.

Except as otherwise indicated, these changes should only be performed to the release 8 specifications going forward, and not to the maintenance versions of these specifications. This relates to the 24.6xx numbered documents.

General changes

Update of internet draft references to published RFC documents. These changes should be made as appropriate to the maintenance specifications as well as to the ongoing specifications, in accordance with normal practice to these sort of changes to previous releases by 3GPP.
