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1. Introduction
This contribution intends to discuss the usage of  tear down indicator in the EPS.
2. Reason for Change
In the TS 24.008, the purpose of the tear down indicator information element is to indicate whether only the PDP context associated with this specific TI or all active PDP contexts sharing the same PDP address and APN as the PDP context associated with this specific TI shall be deactivated.
In the EPS, a default EPS bearer context is established when the UE connects to a PDN. The default EPS bearer context remains established throughout the lifetime of connection to this PDN. Therefore, the default EPS bearer context is the very first bearer context and the very last bearer context to a PDN.
In the Deactivate EPS bearer context request message, if the EPS bearer identity is encoded as the identity of the default EPS bearer context, all the EPS bearer contexts can be removed from a PDN, therefore, the tear down indicator is of no use in the EPS.
3. Conclusions

It is proposed to remove the teardown indicator from the Deactivate EPS bearer context request.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.301.
