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1. Introduction
The always-ON IP principles has been accepted for rel-8 which specifies that the UE shall at least have one default bearer established. Conversely, if the UE does not have any default bearers established, the UE should not be in attach state, and therefore be detached.
Therefore, if for some reason, if all default bearers established for a UE are released, then detach procedures are initiated by the entity (UE or MME) that discovers that all bearers have been released.

Detach procedures shall be initated after discovery of all bearers having been released.

5.5.2
Detach procedure

5.5.2.1
General

The detach procedure is used:

-
by the UE to inform the network that it does not want to access the EPS any longer; and

-
by the network to inform the UE that it does not have access to the EPS any longer.
The detach procedure shall be invoked by the UE if the UE is switched off, the USIM card is removed from the UE or the EPS capability of the UE is disabled.
If the detach procedure is performed, the EPS bearer context(s) for this particular UE are deactivated locally without peer-to-peer signalling between the UE and the MME.
If for some reason, if all default bearers established for a UE are released, then detach procedures are initiated by the entity (UE or MME) that discovers that all bearers have been released.
