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1. Introduction
In the last SA2 meeting, it is decided that the ePDG selection mechanism is some different with the PDG selection mechanism. The FQDN for the ePDG DNS request shall include the Operator Identifier. In roaming case, firstly, the OI is set to VPLMN ID, when the DNS query fails, then OI is set to HPLMN ID.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to include the following changes on 3GPP TS 24.302.

UE procedures

7.2.1
Selection of the ePDG

The UE shall support the implementation of standard DNS mechanisms in order to retrieve the IP address(es) of the ePDG.


When building a Fully Qualified Domain Name (FQDN) for the DNS request, the UE shall include Operator Identifier (OI).  In non-roaming case, the UE shall use the HPLMN ID as the Operator Identifier (OI). 
In roaming case, if the UE has selected VPLMN ID for Operator Identifier (OI) and the DNS query fails, the UE shall build an FQDN with Operator Identifier (OI) set to HPLMN ID and shall perform a new DNS query to resolve the ePDG.

Upon reception of a DNS response containing one or more IP addresses of ePDGs, the UE shall select an IP address of ePDG with the same IP version as its local IP address.
