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1. Overall Description:

According to the work plan for Rel-7 Multimedia Telephony Services for IMS, RAN5 is currently introducing conformance test cases for media use case including adding and removing of media components. 

According to the 3GPP release 7 specifications add and remove media are expressed e.g. according to the following.
TS 22.173: “IP Multimedia Core Network Subsystem (IMS) Multimedia Telephony Service and supplementary services; Stage 1”

Default media handling capabilities of IMS Multimedia Telephony service

The IMS Multimedia Telephony service should at least support the following handling of media

-
Adding and removing individual media to/from a IMS Multimedia Telephony communication

The service is highly dynamic in terms of media component usage: the protocols allow a communication session to start with one or more media components, and components can then be added and/or removed during the communication session. 

TS 24.229: “IP multimedia call control protocol based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Session Description Protocol (SDP); Stage 3”

 Generic procedures applicable to all methods excluding the REGISTER method

After the dialog is established the UE may change the dialog capabilities (e.g. add a media or request a supplementary service) if defined for the IMS communication service as identified by the ICSI value using the same dialog.

The interpretation by RAN5 is that adding and removing different media types is an optional capability in a way that an MTSI implementation is allowed to support a subset of all media types defined for MTSI. For instance an UE might support both speech and video but not text. Further on the UE might have some restrictions in which order different types of media can be added and removed. For instance an UE might support adding a video stream on top of a speech call but not vice versa. 

As such, an IMS Multimedia Telephony client must be defined with specific capabilities if add and remove media types shall be possible (E.g. start session with speech then add video).
